At DIET Campus, majority of students are girls and they are from rural background but
fortunate enough to opt technical education.

2. Students are provided with a platform for recreational activities for one hour where they
can play indoor games, sing, draw, paint, meditate etc., to relax and get back to his/her
normal work.

3. Students take part in drill and meditation activity in this wing. Students come during 1%
hour to have meditation or drill, so that their concentration can be better and efficient
the entire day.
